The Rental & Release Agreement is a legally binding contract between the rental guest, Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, and the cabin owners.  Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, serves as Agents and represents the homeowners of vacation rentals in the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, rental program.  Please read, sign/initial where indicated on all pages and return the agreement to our office.  By signing the Rental & Release Agreement Guest (s) state that they have read, understood, and will abide by all rules and agreements that Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, has set forth.  For $10.00 and other valuable considerations, including but not limited to being allowed to stay at the cabin, Guest (s) agree and acknowledge the following:

INDEMNIFICATION: Guest (s) hereby agree to hold Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, its owners, employees and agents (individually and/or collectively as “Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc”) and the Cabin Owners, their employees and agents (individually and/or collectively as “Cabin Owners”) harmless and indemnify them against any and all claims, damages, suits, causes or action of damages and costs and legal expenses of any nature thereof arising from injury to a person or property or loss of life sustained in or about the cabin and associated surrounding lands and streets (the “Premises”) by any person or persons whatsoever. Guest (s) agree that Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc and the Cabin Owners shall not be liable for any personal injuries or damage to any goods, wares, or property regardless of how such injuries or damages may be caused.

LEGAL JURISDICTION: This Agreement shall be construed, interpreted and the rights of the parties determined in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Georgia, without regard to conflicts of laws principles.  It is expressly agreed and stipulated that this Agreement is deemed to have been made and to be performable in Fannin County, Georgia.  Any action or proceeding seeking to enforce any provision of, or based on any right arising out of, this Agreement, and/or related to a contract or tort claim shall be brought against any of the parties in the courts of the State of Georgia, County of Fannin, and each of the parties consents to the jurisdiction of such courts (and of the appropriate appellate courts) in any such action or proceeding and waives any objection to venue laid therein.  Process in any action or proceeding referred to in the preceding sentence may be served on any party anywhere in the world. Guest(s) have read, understand, and consent to all the policies and regulations outlined in this Rental & Release Agreement. 

RESERVATION CONFIRMATION:

CREDIT CARD GUARANTEE AND ACCEPTANCE: By submitting a reservation online or by phone, Guest(s) have entered in to a binding contract as out lined in the agreement.  Guest(s) have hereby authorized “Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc,” to bill charges relating to: the rental of property, agree to pay all rent, accept all Terms and Conditions set forth in this Rental & Release Agreement, and accept all liability for any damage(s), beyond normal wear and tear during the term of this agreement.  If undersigned fails to abide by this agreement, Guest(s) understands that all costs associated with violation of Rental and Release Agreement, damages due to Guest(s) negligence, misuse of property and/or missing items will be charged to the credit card on file. All credit card sales are final.

DENYING PAYMENT, ADDITIONAL FEES, or FINES: If Agent must obtain legal advice or counsel for matters arising from payment discrepancy involving a Guest(s) or Payment vendor such as a credit card company, Agents legal counsel Blue Ridge Law [931 East Main Street, Blue Ridge, GA * (706) 632-1900] will seek rightful payment or collection for Agent on behalf of Owner. If disputes are transferred from Agents management to a collection team Guest(s) of record will become responsible for all charges proved to be their responsibility in a court of law.

CHECK-IN: Check in time is 4:00pm. Check in is at the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc office located at, 224 Blue Ridge Drive, McCaysville, GA 30555 or at the rented property if confirmed. Keys are NOT available until the property is ready for occupancy. Agent will use every resource available to have the property ready for Guest(s) occupancy at noted check-in time, however; Agent cannot guarantee the exact time of occupancy due to possible previous rentals resulting in possible cleaning conflicts out of Agents control.

SECURITY DEPOSIT PROTECTION PLAN (SDDP): Each reservation is charged a non-refundable and taxable premium of $20.00 to purchase a Security Deposit Protection Plan. This Security Deposit Protection plan covers unintentional damages to the rental unit interior that occur during your stay, provided they are disclosed to management prior to check-out. The policy will pay a maximum benefit of $3000. Any damages that exceed $3000 will be charged to the credit card on file. If, during your stay at one of our Rental Properties, an Insured Person causes any damage to real or personal property of the unit as a result of inadvertent acts or omissions, the Insurer will reimburse the Insured for the cost of repair or replacement of such property up to a maximum benefit of $3000. Certain terms & conditions apply.  Full details of the Security Deposit Protection coverage are contained in the Certificate of Insurance or Insurance Policy.  The Security Deposit Protection can be purchased up to, and including at, check-in.   By submitting payment for this plan, you authorize and request CSA Travel Protection and Insurance Services to pay directly Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc,  any amount payable under the terms and conditions of the Security Deposit Protection.  Please contact Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals directly if you do not wish to participate in this plan or assignment.  
CABIN OCCUPANCY:  Guest who initiates rental will remain responsible for all Guest(s) or Licensee of Guest(s) during occupancy of subject property.  Cuddle Up Cabin Rental vacation rentals are priced based on the specific occupancy number, accommodations, furniture, and amenities for each property.   These rates are strictly enforced for the safety of the guests and the respect for the homeowner. Overnight guests are not permitted. Every child over 3 years of age is considered an occupant and shall be listed on the guest list. Price per night is based on 4 persons.  If this set number is exceeded & authorized by Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, a $10.00 per guest per night charge will be added to the rental balance. If additional unauthorized Guest(s) are discovered at the property the additional per person fee will be charged and a $100 fine will be added to final balance.  If you plan to have visitors stop by the cabin, you must notify the office during normal business hours. All visitors must register with the office and sign the Rental & Release Agreement before arrival and leave before 10:00 PM.  A visitor is considered anyone stopping by the cabin only and NOT staying overnight in the cabin.  Additional overnight guests qualify as renters, and result in additional charges. Any visitor found on the premises that is not registered with the office will be asked to leave. Guest (s) will be subject to forfeiture of deposit for any violation of these rules and we reserve the right to evict Guest (s) and all occupants.

PROPERTY KEYS: Guest(s) are issued one set of keys at check-in & all keys must be delivered back to Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc office at time of Check-Out unless arranged otherwise between Guest(s) and Agent. The properties are privately owned and Guest(s) are responsible for lost, misplaced, or stolen keys. The property must be re-keyed in the event that key(s) are lost, misplace; stolen or not returned for any reason. The Guest(s) will be responsible for cost thereof at a minimum of $75.00.

LOCKOUT POLICY: In the event a Guest(s) is locked out of a property, the Guest(s) can borrow a key by coming to the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc office during business hours. After business hours, Guest(s) must call the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc After Hours Emergency Line provided at check-in. After leaving a voicemail a Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc representative will assist the Guest(s) by providing a spare set of keys. A charge of $50.00 will be assessed for obtaining the key(s) after business hours.

CHECK-OUT: Check out is at 11:00am. Check-out is strictly enforced so that the Agent has adequate time to prepare the rental property for the next scheduled Guest (s).  Failure to vacate the property by check out time without prior written consent from Agent, or the return of any member of the Guest(s) party to the property after check out will result in additional charges in the amount of an additional night’s stay and taxes to the Guest(s) credit card.  Please follow all check-out instructions provided to you at check in and posted inside the property.  Property should be left neat and in proper order (same condition it was when Guest(s) arrived). Incompletion will result in an additional charge(s).  Guest(s) is aware that without the coverage provided by travel insurance, if Guest(s) depart early, shorten rental term without the required notice, arrive late, or reschedule due to inclement weather no refund will be given. Guest(s) must leave all rental keys and gate passes where they have been instructed, either on the kitchen counter, one of the Agent’s lock boxes.  Guest(s) can be charged for the professional re-key of any cabin with un-returned keys and $75.00 for any un-returned gate passes. 

PRE-ARRIVAL AND POST DEPARTURE INSPECTIONS: Cabins are pre-inspected before Guest(s) arrival and Guest (s) are responsible for reporting any issues dealing with that cabin within 3 hours of arriving. Should there be any unfortunate mechanical issues that we may have overlooked with cabin that would render the property uninhabitable, Agent will work to resolve the issue immediately or Guest(s) to a similar cabin.  There will be no refunds or relocation because Guest(s) are disappointed with the property Guest(s) chose to rent or in the event that something associated with the property is not working to Guest(s) satisfaction. There will be no refunds or compensation for: acts of God, mother nature, acts of war or government agencies, road maintenance or repair, gas shortages, power outages, television or phone outages, internet outages or water interruption/outage.  While at the property, Guest(s) who have paid for the coverage are protected by the Security Deposit Protection Plan, which will cover any accidental damages that occur at property during Guest(s) stay.  In order to use the Security Deposit Protection Plan Guest(s) must contact Agent immediately to report incident and file claim.  All accidental damages will be covered in Guest(s) non-refundable Security Deposit Protection Plan but only if they are reported to the Agent before Guest(s) departure and the damage was not the result of malicious action or behavior that broke the terms of the Rental & Release Agreement.  Should Agent find any damages after Guest(s) departure that was not reported or damages that were caused by neglect of the Rental and Release Agreement terms, all subsequent fees incurred to repair those damages will be added directly onto the registering Guest(s) credit card.

PROPERTY AMENITIES – TELEVISION PACKAGES – INTERNET SERVICE - TELEPHONE USE: All properties are privately owned, furnished, and equipped by the cabin owner. As such, Agent cannot make any changes to the furnishings or equipment provided by the owner.  Agent cannot alter television provider or subscription package, and cannot guarantee any program or event.  Internet service is available at most properties, but Agent cannot be responsible for computer compatibility or internet failure. No refunds or compensation will be given for internet failure or computer incompatibility.  All properties are equipped with a telephone. Guest(s) agree to make all long distance calls with a calling card or by calling collect with the assistance of an operator. No long distance calls can be made from the rental property’s phone.  If Guest(s) require special appliances or equipment, please bring them or make arrangements with the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc staff prior to arrival. Property descriptions are deemed accurate but cannot be guaranteed. The decor, style, and color of each rental property will vary.  Guest(s)

cannot rearrange furniture or electronic equipment from their designated areas, or attempt to drain hot tub.  Furnishings are subject to change without notice. Under no circumstances is furniture, bedding, mattress pads, utensils or any other item supplied with the rental property to be taken out, transferred from one property to another rental property, moved, or rearranged. In certain areas of each rental property, there may be locked locations used by the property owners for personal storage and are not included in this rental. As it pertains to moving items or tampering, such behavior will result in a fine up to $100.00 (or more depending on circumstances) to the Guest(s).  All properties have heating/air conditioning, gas grills, a washer and dryer so that Guest(s) can launder their towels if needed, and kitchenware.  Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, supplies a start-up supply of trash bags, toilet paper, paper towels, dish soap, laundry soap, kitchen and bath towels, and bed linens to get Guest(s) through their initial rental day, additional products must be provided by Guest(s). For individual cabin amenities, please refer to cabin description on our website @ www.cuddleupcabinrentals.com 

QUALITY CONTROL & CUSTOMER SERVICE: Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc reserves the right to enter the rental property at any time including during Guest(s) stay to respond to a service call for repairs or alterations, to investigate disturbances, check occupancy, and check for damage.  

REPAIRS – SERVICE CALLS: Guest(s) understands that Agent cannot guarantee against encountering problems at cabin. Guest(s) should report any inoperative equipment or needed repairs to the Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc office immediately or call After Hours Emergency Line if serious problem occurs after business hours. All non-emergency maintenance requests must be reported to the office between 9 AM and 5 PM for same day response. Agent will make every reasonable effort to have repairs completed quickly & efficiently. Agent reserves the right to move Guest(s) to another rental property; if deemed necessary & is subject to availability. Should a repair technician make a call to a rental property unit and find that the equipment is in working order and the problem was due to the Guest(s) oversight or neglect, the charge for service can be at the Guest(s) expense. MINIMUM SERVICE CALL FEE START AT $25.00. Guest(s) understands and agrees that Agent, Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc staff, and/ or contractor of Agent may enter the rental property at any reasonable time for the purpose of making any needed repairs.  With the exception of major holidays Agent office is open daily for all Guest(s) requests and queries, the After Hours Emergency Line should be used for emergencies only.

MECHANICAL & AMENITY FAILURE: Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc and the Cabin Owners will make no refunds for acts of nature or God or events out of their control which may interfere with Guest(s) occupancy including but not limited to inclement weather, power outages, failure of utility services (including lack of water), failure of appliances, television services, internet service, construction noise and failure of hot tubs (including but not limited to electrical breakers tripping appliances). Guest(s) are aware that Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc cannot guarantee against the mechanical failure of heating, air conditioning, Hot Tubs, TVs, Satellite Receivers, VCRs, well pumps or other appliances.  Guest(s) will report any problems with equipment to the company office immediately so that efforts to resolve the situation can be made in a timely manner.  If repairs cannot be completed quickly or in an efficient time frame, Guest(s) understand that Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc reserves the right to move me to another cabin for those reasons as well as any other reason as determined in Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc’ sole judgment and discretion.  Guest(s) also understand that no refunds or discounts will be offered in these circumstances or due to the failure of appliances or equipment.

GUEST(S) CONDUCT: Guest(s) are responsible for the property they occupy. Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, Inc is acting as the Agent on the behalf of each individual homeowner.  Guest(s) should treat each property, its furnishings, and its exterior surroundings with the utmost respect. Many property neighborhoods have noise ordinances that Guest(s) must follow. Quiet times are from 11pm to 8am. House parties are not allowed and will not be tolerated.  Firearms and fireworks are NOT allowed at any property.  No loud noises or obnoxious behavior is allowed.  All speed limits should be followed in neighborhoods. Should any part of this contract be breached, Guest(s) will be evicted from property and forfeit all monies paid; including the deposit.

Guest (s) under the age of 25 unaccompanied by a parent or legal guardian will be permitted to register and will lose all funds paid to Agent.  Any reservations made under false pretense will result in loss of advance payments and removal of guests from rental unit.  NO House Parties!

CLEANING FEE:  All reservations include a cleaning fee, however the charge of this fee DOES NOT entitle Guest (s) to leave the cabin or hot tub in an unsanitary condition.  Guest(s) must follow all check out policies, failure to do so will result in additional cleaning charges billed to Guest(s) credit card on file with the office.

DRUGS & ALCOHOL: Guest(s) understand that use or presence of illegal drugs and/or underage and/or excessive alcoholic beverage use are absolutely prohibited and will result in their eviction with no refund. 

NO SMOKING: Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc has a strict NO SMOKING policy.  Smoking is NOT permitted inside the cabin.  Agent will charge additional fees to cover a thorough cleaning of upholstery, bedding, carpets and any other areas if smoke smell or discoloration from cigarettes & cigars is detected.  Any violation of the “No Smoking” rule will incur charges that cannot be covered under the Security Deposit Protection Plan and will result in the Guest(s) coverage of additional cleaning charges.

PETS AT CABIN: Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc has a strict no pet policy in properties that have not been deemed pet-friendly by the property owner.  Any violation of this policy cannot be covered under the Security Deposit Protection Plan and will result in the Guest(s) coverage of any administrative fee or additional cleaning charges.  

TENANT PROPERTY: Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc and the Cabin Owners will not be held responsible for lost or stolen items, nor items located or left on the Premises by Guest (s) during their stay or after their departure.

CHILDREN: In addition, Guest(s) understand the cabin is not child proof and extreme caution must be used, including but not limited to the parent or legal guardian monitoring the child(ren) when children are occupying the premises, playing outside, or in or around the hot tub.  Please make sure to use caution around the property.  Use of river, creeks, ponds, lakes, tire swings or any other outdoor activity is at the guests own risk.

HOT TUBS: If property is equipped with a hot tub please abide by all provided and posted safety rules. Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc drains all tubs, scrubs the interior & filter, refills the tub with fresh water, and treats the water with chemicals before the guest arrival.  Use of the hot tub by Guest(s) instantly compromises the sanitation and chemical level in a hot tub by introducing all bacteria from Guest(s) bodies into potential breeding atmosphere; therefore, despite initial preparation Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc cannot guarantee condition of hot tub after Guest(s) check in and utilize spa.  Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc and the cabin owners will not be held responsible for injuries, accidents, medical problems, medical bills or death resulting from use or misuse of the hot tub.  Guests agree and hold harmless and indemnify Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc and the cabin owners from the same. 

1)For Guest(s) safety hot tubs are not to be used as swimming pools, but should only be used for relaxation purposes for limited periods of time (no more than 10-15 minutes, generally, but consult your physician for exact limits). 
2) Women who are pregnant or think they may be pregnant, children under 12 years of age, or anyone with a known heart condition or any health issue should NOT use a hot tub without their physician’s review and consent.  Hot tubs can result in, among other effects, damage to an unborn baby, collapsing of heart valves in young children, strokes and heart attacks, as well as skin rashes, fever, ear infections and death. 
3)  If Guest(s) requests the hot tub be drained, cleaned, refilled and/or balanced during occupancy a $35.00 convenience charge will be assessed.

4) Once a guest enters the hot tub, the hot tub’s sanitation and chemical levels are compromised and CUDDLE UP CABIN RENTALS, INC AND THE CABIN OWNERS CANNOT BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY INFECTIONS (LIKE STAPH) THAT MAY OCCUR.  Guest(s) with existing infections, cuts, or skin irritations should not use the hot tub. 
5) Covers are thick Styrofoam, do not sit or lay on cover while it is on or off spa. 

6) Turn the jets off after use, and never use soaps or oils.

7) Excessive use without treatment may cause cloudiness or foaming. If water in hot tub becomes cloudy or begins to smell after use do not get back in tub and contact Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, Inc immediately.


8) If Guest(s) damages hot tub by adding any substances, or if Guest(s) negligence/overcrowding of hot tub is determined as the cause of damage, a minimum diagnoses fee of $75.00 + Repair Cost will be assessed. 


9) Never allow pet(s) in the hot tub. If evidence of a pet is found in hot tub Guest(S) will be fined a minimum of $100.00. (or more depending on circumstances)

10) Most hot tubs go thru (2) automatic cleaning cycles that last up to (3) hrs. Hot tub will not turn off during this cycle.

11) Contact Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc staff if there is a power failure and hot tub does not turn back on. This may require the GFI breaker to be reset.


TWIN FALLS & JUST RIGHT CABIN: Under no circumstances should any child under the age of 16 be allowed around the pool or in the swimming pool area without adequate adult supervision. Under no circumstances should any person, adult or child, be allowed in the pool without a life safety jacket if he or she is unable to swim. There is absolutely NO DIVING, NO JUMPING, NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AROUND POOL, NO GLASS OR FOOD ITEMS AROUND POOL, NO PETS IN POOL!!!! Should any negligent behavior result in injury...by signing this contract the Guest(s), as the responsible party, agrees that Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, nor the cabin owner for this residence will not be accountable for any injury or damages that may result during Guest(s) stay. Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, or the cabin owner will not and cannot be held responsible for any injuries that occur as a result of negligence or accidental happenings while on or around said property.  Guest(s) agree to take on all responsibility for any actions or accidents that may occur while at this home or any other cabin rented out by Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals.

INTERIOR GAS LOG AND / OR WOOD BURNING FIREPLACES: Fireplaces are available for seasonal use only in many, but not all properties.  Fireplaces should never be used to cook or roast anything.  GAS LOG UNITS – For your safety and to prevent fire DO NOT rearrange or tamper with gas logs in any way, they have been positioned for safe and optimal operation. WOOD BURNING – Start with a small fire and build up, DO NOT overload wood burning fireplaces.  Never leave fire burning unattended in property.  Never use liquid accelerant or leave furniture too close to open fireplace.

FIREWOOD: Properties are provided with adequate firewood for Guest(s) use.  Additional firewood must be purchased by Guest(s) at local store or vendor.  Campfires are NOT to be built on the premises except where they have been advertised containing either concrete fire pits, chimneas, or outdoor fireplaces.
RESCHEDULING & REFUNDS: Rescheduling due to inclement weather is not permitted. All cancellation refunds will follow standard cancellation policy and be issued by refund to credit card or by check and mailed to Guest(s) on

record. Cash Refunds are not available. Refunds or rate adjustments are not made for any inconveniences due to construction, road repair, acts of nature, or similar instance. No refunds or rent reductions will be made due to failure of the appliances and/or equipment, early departures (fewer days than reserved), or delayed arrival.

MOUNTAIN ROADS AND INCLEMENT WEATHER: The North Georgia area is mountainous.  Most roads are easily traveled, but at times properties are not as easily accessible and may require four wheel drive or front wheel drive vehicles, or they do not have ample parking for multiple cars or trailers.  Access to some properties is steep and winding. Guest(s) should inquire about the road or drive to the property before booking if they have any concerns.  No refunds will be given due to the road/drive condition or parking arrangements of the property.  Agent strongly advises Guest(s) to purchase travel insurance if weather and access are concerns.  During inclement weather Agent will not be able to assist Guest(s) who become stuck or lost in the snow.  Chains and/or 4-wheel drive vehicles will likely be required to access cabins due to the icy conditions of our steep & winding roads, and even with these precautions it is very unlikely all properties will be accessible.  Should Guest(s) choose to attempt accessing cabin it is at their own risk. Neither Agent nor our homeowners can be held responsible for Guest(s) safety or for any loss or damage to property that may result from traveling in inclement weather.   Agent does not attempt “rescue missions” to deliver Guest(s) to your cabin, bring food, or help Guest(s) leave the cabin— being snowed in means Agent is snowed out.  Should the weather cause a delay in Guest(s) scheduled departure Guest(s) is subject to additional rental charges to cover the continued cabin utilities used during the extra days of occupancy.  Agent will work to move Guest(s) to a comparable home if the schedule permits and there is ample notification.  Swapping homes is at the discretion of Cuddle Up Cabin Rentals, Inc, only. Each property is professionally treated on a scheduled basis for interior pests, but because of the natural habitation of the mountain area, no refunds will be given for any pests inside or outside of home such as bees, carpenter beetles, ladybugs, scorpions, mosquitoes, ticks, ants, chiggers, etc. Should these be of a nuisance, Guest(s) should contact Agent so they may address problem. Guest(s) should pack insect repellant when coming to the mountains, as the summer months are known for many flying and biting insects. Flying squirrels are also common in the woods and may enter the cabin. Guest(s) are aware that some properties are in the habitat of black bears, snakes, and other wildlife and precautions should be taken when hiking outdoors.  Guest(s) should not leave food outside unbagged or outside the enclosed trash bin.  Leaving foods or garbage outside will attract wildlife of different types. All garbage should be tied correctly and disposed of as property instructions dictate to prevent additional housekeeping charges or service calls for trash pickup.  Due to the lack of a local leash law Guest(s) may also encounter dogs or cats at the property.  It is very probably these animals are the family pets of a neighbor.  Guest(s) should NOT feed these animals or permit them to enter the cabin.  If Guest(s) finds a dog or cat to be a nuisance, they should contact Agent so they may address problem.
